Low engagement for non-whites, 18-20 year olds, and 65+. 

Top Issues for Union County: mental health care, housing, community safety, health insurance, stress, employment. 
· Secondary Data Analysis 
“Scoring” described. Indicators e.g. quality of life, not having transportation. County is assigned a score based on comparisons (NJ counties, NJ overall, USA).

Presented worst-performing health indicators, negative disparities.

Union County has a lot of disparities.
· What do we know or have we learned from our current efforts (workgroups and strategies)?
Ideas: group will send the CVS out to their contacts. Faith-based, senior housing, Facebook groups, etc.

· Diabetes, Hypertension & Health Literacy
Reporting: Sheri

Strategy: engage community members and stakeholders.

Improve diabetes and blood pressure of people in Elizabeth, Vauxhall, and Plainfield by identify services of support and setting up health fairs.  Sheri attended Plainfield Health Fair last week. Queen City Charter School Health Fair on June 16; First Baptist Church of Vauxhall June 2 Job Fair to provide screenings and services of support.
· Mental Health
Reporting: Erica from Atlantic Health System.

Specific numbers were sent in spreadsheet. They have been making libraries aware of mental health services. Zombie resilience program (family building initiative). Paul was working on that and sent out a survey.
· Obesity
Reporting: Elaine M from The Gateway Family YMCA. Strategy: engage pregnant women/moms to decrease preschool obesity. 40 surveys collected. Discussed the public shaming of breastfeeding and language barrier, healthy food affordability and accessibility. Collected 18 surveys and gave out 51 pounds of fresh produce at event where 41 people were in attendance. Going to contact supermarkets. Jewish Family Services received a grant and developed a transmit map, which will include food pantries. Training on the map will be provided. End goal: get legislators in for a conversation. Now, they are gathering information.
