County Health Improvement Plan-Progress reports and Q&A

Diabetes, Hypertension and Health Literacy:

6 Representatives of the task force participated in 2 health fairs, one in Plainfield and 1 in Elizabeth   with the Neighborhood Health Center.
 We identified with 31 individuals, collected contact information and are reaching out to offer them continued support services.

· Strategy #1-Engage community member and organizational stakeholders-engaged 25stakeholders to date, 
· Strategy #2-Identify and establish collaborative relationships with existing health-related resources in local communities-22 months of engagement with 25 stakeholders
· Strategy #3-Improve diabetes, hypertension and health literacy and awareness-engaged 31 individuals, 100% satisfaction, 100% knowledge gain
· Strategy #4-Refer community residents identified with risk factors to existing programs and clinical services-working on it-referred 31 individuals, 4 services for referral
· Strategy #5-Identify and establish collaborative relationships with existing health-related resources in the local community-spoke with 6 different 
partners at the Health Fair
Obesity Task Force

Strategies:

· Completed interview form in English and Spanish, wanting to interview young women have identified 3 ob/gyns to work with. Conducted surveys at a “baby shower” held by Trinitas. Thoughts on offering surveys at more “baby showers.” 
· Food and security-working with Shaping Elizabeth on food pantries. Mapped our food pantries on google maps. Noticed gaps in the Bayway area and are reaching out to council for support

Working with food pantries-working with hospital to connect resources

Place food pantries on web sites to increase search engine for food pantries. 
Mental Health
· Strategy #1-Provide programs/resources to schools-implements zombie resilience program in schools and other sites.- working on.
· Strategy #2 Partner with crisis text line to expand services via local agencies-2 resources reviewed, -working on

· Strategy #3-Train first responders in mental health awareness-20 people trained

· Strategy #4-support the distribution of the Union County Mental Health Resources Card-partnering with public libraries for distribution
· There is a severe shortage of child psychiatrists-wait times are long, Sussex County is piloting a project.
