	Mary Celis, Director of Health Initiatives 
United Way Of Passaic County
	 Mary Celis discussed the Passaic County Food Policy Council. The Passaic County Food Policy Council was formed in 2011 to address the rise of hunger in Southern Passaic County. The organization currently has 50 members. The plan has four focus areas which are:

· Economic Opportunity
· Community Safety 

· Healthy Food Access

· Access to Clinical Healthcare

Mary Celis mainly focused on the strategies of Healthy Food Access. The initiative wants to implement and/or expand meal programs in Paterson, Clifton, Prospect Park, Haledon, and Passaic City. The initiative wants to implement Health Corner Store Policies and Practices in Paterson and Passaic City. Healthy Corner store will educate corner stores on how to store foods properly, add fruits and vegetables to stores, will provide nutrition knowledge in store and much more. The initiative will also implement Healthy Food Procurement Practices in Institutions.

United for Prevention in Passaic
	  The Coalition and prevention services focuses on:
1) Reducing underage drinking 
· Private Property Ordinance which allows police officers to enter a location in the event that they feel underage drinking is going on.
· Social Host Law does not allow alcohol to be served to underage individuals.
· Parent Programs are used to educate parents by using billboards. Sherrine also introduced an App called “Talk They Hear You” which gives parents the tool on how to talk to their kids about drugs and alcohol.

· TIPS (training for intervention procedures) for establishments train servers and waiters on how to prevent binge drinking, drunk driving and underage drinking.

· TIPS for University educates universities and students how to prevent underage drinking and how to handle varies situations when drinking is involved. The coalition wants to bring these programs into high schools.

2) Reducing Prescription drug use

· Project Medicine Box is a program in which people can drop off their prescription medicines in a drop box without any repercussion. The boxes can be found in every police department in Passaic County

· Reduce the availability of prescription medication.

· Educate people about the dangers of prescription medication

· Tackling opioid prevention for athletes.

3) Communicating and collaborating

· Four meetings per year

· Hire Guest speakers 

· Make data more accessible

· Created a website 

Supporting and collaborating with young adults
· Hosting young adult groups to create dialogue to influence policy change.
· Peer leadership training

· Host County wide teen summit where students learn how to create PSAs.

· Go into the community and educate and present.
