· Strategy #3-Improve diabetes, hypertension and health literacy and awareness-reached 20 individuals at a Vauxhall health fair-did 20 blood pressure screenings

Obesity Task Force

Strategies:

1. Develop relationships with medical community in Elizabeth who serve pre-natal and new mothers in order to assess needs and barriers related to healthy eating and active living for children in this target community.

· Met with 15 Ob/Gyn providers at Trinitas Outcomes:  Discussed results of clinician survey and next steps of conducting interviews with pre-natal and new mothers.  Providers would like to see more new mothers breastfeeding, but they do not have the time to educate them.  Suggested waiting time in clinic and at WIC would be a good time to conduct interviews.  
· Met with Ashley to discuss format for surveying/interviewing pre-natal and new mothers and developed a survey draft.  Task force met on June 13 to review and edit survey.  Goal is to interview 25-30 women. Added 2 new members to the Obesity Task Force:  Krithicka Raghunathan, Health Educator, Community Health, Atlantic Health System and Chermine Alce, Program Supervisor Community Health Worker Program of Union County,Partnership for Maternal & Child Health of Northern NJ.

· Identify and map all food access locations (food pantries and soup kitchens) in Elizabeth. Develop and distribute a resource to assist agencies and individuals to locate feeding sites in their area.  Work with a pilot location to improve access to more healthy foods.Met with Ashley to discuss mapping food pantries on google maps.  Ashley agreed to assist in mapping locations.

· Engaged with over 20 stakeholders from organizations representing feeding programs in Elizabeth at the Community Food Bank on June 15.  Strategies for “shopping” and presenting foods to increase access to healthy food options were presented.  A resource encouraging healthy food pantry choices was distributed.1 food pantry was identified to pilot healthy strategies.

Mental Health
· Strategy #1-Provide programs/resources to schools-implements zombie resilience program in schools and other sites.

· Strategy #2 Partner with crisis text line to expand services via local agencies-2 resources reviewed, 158 people requested conversation service, 62 people requested text service, texter ratings 91%, wait time less than 5 minutes-91%

· Strategy #3-Train first responders in mental health awareness-7 towns contacted, 2 programs scheduled

· Strategy #4-support the distribution of the Union County Mental Health Resources Card-300 materials distributed
